Background

To popular acclaim the first Fishstock Brixham Festival was held in September 2008. We raised £8,000 for the Fishermen’s Mission! 

From the 2010 event another £8,000 was donated to the Fishermen’s Mission! Thank you, to all who helped!

Introduction

This document contains relevant information for stallholders wishing to apply for a stall at the Fishstock Brixham 2011 Seafood, Fishing, Maritime Heritage, Food, Drink and Music Festival on Saturday September 10th.

Please be aware that any applications from traders will only be considered if they are accompanied by a detailed description and pictorial material of what you intend to display and sell.

All applications must include full payment as detailed below, unless you are exempted from payment by the organisers. (For examples, Maritime Heritage and Marine Environment Information/ Education displays.)

Selection Process

The quality and mix of (seafood, food, drink, maritime industries, marine services and heritage crafts / skills) retail products on display and offered for sale at the Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival will play an important role in the overall feel of the event and is something magical that the organisers are striving for.  

The following criteria will be considered when looking at stallholder applications. 

· “Fast Food” is food sold for immediate consumption on site. The sale of fast food is not permitted without authorisation from the organisers. Applications from exhibitors applying for fast food concessions will be considered in turn. The number of such concessions will be strictly regulated by the organisers. 
· Heritage – The fishing and maritime heritage is to be a big part of Fishstock Brixham 2011. Space will be reserved, free of charge, for informational and educational stalls that contribute well to this aspect.

· Locality – Food, drink and maritime artefacts traders from Brixham and South Devon are given priority over those coming from further afield. 

· Alcohol – Fishstock Brixham 2011 is a fully-licensed event. However, alcoholic liquor may not be offered for sale without prior permission of the licensee. All exhibitors offering alcoholic liquor for sale must display “Challenge 25” posters. 

· Retail mix – Ensuring that there is a range of product types to suit the anticipated Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival audience and customers.

· Quality – Products need to be finished to a high standard. They must meet manufacturing standards and may need to be approved by Trading Standards. All stalls must conform to E.H.O. rules and regulations.

Dates and Opening Hours

The Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival will be held on Saturday 10th September 2011.  The opening hours for stall-holders and trade stands will be 10.00am to 5.00pm. However, food and drink concessions serving the Music Festival audience will remain open until Midnight.


After 5pm, stall-holders in the market hall may pack-up and exit via the fish quay route. No vehicles will be allowed to enter/exit the crowded pedestrian areas of the evening event! 

No food or drink concessions will be allowed to pack-up and exit before close of the event at Midnight!

At 6.30pm the market hall will be closed and locked until Sunday morning 0600 for final clearance. 

Stalls and rental charges:

The fee for a 3metre frontage partitioned bay/stall with access to water and electric supply is £75.00, plus VAT at 20%, £90 TOTAL. 
Stalls may be rented in 3m multiples, each additional bay is £75.00, plus VAT.  

For local Marine Artists, Sculptors and Maritime Craftspeople, the fee is reduced to £40.00 plus VAT at 20%, £48 TOTAL. 

Although the fee is waived for Maritime Heritage and Marine Environmental Information Displays, they must fill in attached forms. Such stalls will be asked to have Collection Boxes/ Buckets for the Fishermen’s Mission.

Those traders who are not successful in their application will be informed and have their fee returned.  For those successful applicants a receipt will be sent with confirmation of your stall.  

If payment is not received, or if full details are not given at the point of application you may not be considered for the Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival.

What your stall would comprise:

· The bay/stall partitions are faced with Velcro Compatible material on carpeted flooring.
· The stalls measure 10 feet wide x 6 feet deep. (Approx.)(Photo is indicative only)
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· Each standard trading stall will have access to fresh water supply. A communal wash-up area is provided with hot water. Access to 13amp power supply.

· Marketing and publicity.  The Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival is advertised, publicised and marketed in order to ensure we receive as many visitors as possible. (Adults paying entry in 2010 numbered 2,330. Under 15s FREE. Audience estimated at +3,000)

· Supervision and management. The Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival is supervised and monitored by an event Manager and team of identifiable volunteer Stewards and SIA Security. Officers and Stewards will be on hand at all times to help stallholders with any practical problems.

· A programme of entertainment for all ages will be organised during the event to add to the festival atmosphere. 

· The indoors seafood show ends at 5pm, after which stalls may pack-up and depart via back entrances and quayside access route. Hall will lock-down at 6.30pm. 

Location 

The entire Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival will be held in the Fishing Harbour Estate and retail stalls will be sited under cover in the new Fish Market. 

Food and Drink concessions, for immediate consumption on site will be sited for maximum pedestrian footprint. Such stalls must remain on site to Midnight to service the evening audience attending the extended music festival.

Setting Up

Infrastructure will be established on Friday 9th September. There will be no security for retailers, although the site is covered by CCTV.

Set up of retail stalls begins on Saturday 10th September and runs from 0600 – 1000. No vehicle should arrive with stall after 0900! Any vehicles must be cleared from the site by 0930. This time will be strictly applied. Get there early! Trade vehicles park on adjacent jetty FREE OF CHARGE. (Go where you are told!)

Appearance of your stall.

The cooperation of all stallholders is required to achieve an optimal overall appearance of the Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival. 

Please decorate your stall with appropriate maritime themed decor.    

Stall sign. 

It is a requirement that each stallholder displays a sign on their stall, bearing the stall’s name. Paper name plates will be supplied FOC by the stall hire company, but you may display your own signs. 

NOTE all electrical equipment must have a PAT (Portable Appliance Test) certificate, unless you can demonstrate it is brand new.  You will not be allowed to use any untested equipment within your stall / on site.  Please notify power requirements at time of application, especially if this is of greater than 13amps. 

All lighting and anything else you require to display your merchandise to best effect is the stallholder’s responsibility. The Fish Market Hall is very well lit.

Prior to opening gates to public at 10.30 am the Officer responsible will make a final check on site. All vehicles on the public-access parts of the Festival site will be removed by 9.30am and the Officer will ensure that this is carried out.

Vehicle Movement 

In the interests of safety during the setting up period, vehicles must be removed from the site once unloaded and parked elsewhere whilst you fit out and occupy your stall. Trade vehicles will park on adjacent jetty within harbour estate. There are several car parks nearby. Spaces ARE NOT FREE UNLESS YOU ARE TOLD SO AND ARE GIVEN A VALID PASS!

Look for additional special parking arrangements and signs on the day.

Stalls
All stallholders must keep their stalls open for the duration of the opening hours shown above. NO stallholder will be allowed to open late on the day or close before closing time. In case of emergencies, the agreement of the responsible officer must be obtained. No stall should be left unattended during the opening hours. 

Smoking 

No smoking is allowed within the covered Market Hall area.

Regardless of your location within the market, no stallholder is entitled to display products in any location which falls outside of the footprint of their stall. Any queries regarding this should be addressed to a Steward or the responsible officer. 

Waste Disposal 

Stallholders must ensure that they keep the site clear of packaging and refuse. They must ensure that the area around their stall is kept clean and tidy throughout the day.  All refuse must be removed from site at the end of the market by the stallholder.

Fish Market Closure / Lock-down
All stallholders, except food and drink for consumption on-sales, must empty and vacate their stall by 1830 on Saturday 10th September. There will be traffic management arrangements via the fish quay to ensure safety of pedestrians. 

Public Liability Insurance

All stallholders trading at the Fishstock Brixham 2011 Festival must hold adequate “Public Liability” Insurance.  Evidence of this should be provided in advance of the event.  Anyone that doesn’t provide this information may not be permitted to enter the Festival site and may forfeit their place and their fee.
